CC: Hospitalization followup.
HPI: An 81-year-old female hospitalized at Integris SWMC from 02/08/2024 to 02/11/2024 with a diagnosis of atrial fibrillation and UTI. On return there were recommendations for medication adjustments including discontinuation of what appeared to be supplemental medications. The patient presented with nausea and just not appearing herself and returned with as noted recommendations for medication discontinuation. On hospital return, the patient had Enhabit Home Health ordered by the ER; however, that has been changed after speaking with staff.
DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease moderate stage BPSD in the form of care resistance at times, TMJ right side, which has not been an issue since memory care, HTN, GERD, peripheral neuropathy, history of DVT on Eliquis.
MEDICATIONS: Tegretol 100 mg b.i.d., Eliquis 2.5 mg b.i.d., enalapril 10 mg q.d., Nexium 20 mg q.d., gabapentin 200 mg q.d., Haldol 0.5 mg b.i.d., levothyroxine 88 mcg q.d., Namenda 10 mg q.d., Lopressor 25 mg b.i.d., and NaCl 1 g tab b.i.d.
ALLERGIES: PCN and CODEINE.
CODE STATUS: Full code.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient seated quietly at the dining room table. She had to be encouraged to eat.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 110/74, pulse 91, temperature 97.7, respiratory rate 17, and 151.4 pounds.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: She continues to ambulate independently, just walked around the dining room for a little bit looking at people and did not really have interaction with anyone.

NEURO: She was quiet. She made brief eye contact, did not speak.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Decline. The hospital recommended Enhabit Home Health who would may contact with family so she will begin services with them to include PT and OT.
2. Aspiration precautions. It is noted that the patient is having cough and some difficulty swallowing so we will watch and modify her liquid and solids as we need to.
3. Medication review. I am discontinuing five nonessential medications.
4. Social. I have talked with her daughter/POA Linda Todd regarding the above.
