HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 66-year-old gentleman, originally from Louisiana. He is married for 45 years. They have four children. They moved here after Katrina. He was diagnosed with mesothelioma sometime ago. He has refused treatment in Louisiana. He used to be a heavy equipment operator. The patient was diagnosed with mesothelioma when he was living in Louisiana and received some treatment, but he refused treatment and when he came to Texas, he continued to refuse treatment and never had any further evaluation by specialists.
He is on oxygen. He is not receiving any treatment for mesothelioma. In the past four weeks, he has lost 10 pounds. He is having trouble getting to the bathroom. He is now wearing a diaper because of severe generalized weakness. He has lost weight. He has no appetite. His wife has sought help for him at home because she does feel like he can no longer go to the doctor to get his medications refilled. He has never been a heavy smoker and never been a heavy drinker in the past. He used to operate heavy machinery.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: COPD, seizure disorder, and mesothelioma.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hernia surgery and cyst removed from back of his neck.
MEDICATIONS: Lisinopril/hydrochlorothiazide 20/25 mg once a day, Naprosyn 500 mg a day, Crestor 40 mg a day, Advair 50/500 mcg one puff twice a day, O2 continuous, Keppra 500 mg b.i.d., albuterol inhaler p.r.n., and albuterol per nebulizer treatment.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother died of some sort of cancer. They do not know what the father passed away with.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He is in more pain. He has knee pain, back pain, and shoulder pain. He is now basically bedbound because of severity of his pain and his shortness of breath. He has increased shortness of breath and increased weakness. His weakness is so much worse that he cannot get to the bathroom. He is also having some swelling around his ankles consistent with cor pulmonale consistent with endstage mesothelioma. He is on continuous oxygen at this time. He wishes to get no further treatment for his mesothelioma and would like to be cared for at home. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 140/90. Pulse 92. Respirations 18.

NECK: No JVD.
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LUNGS: Rhonchi, rales, and wheezing bilaterally.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2 with ectopics.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.
EXTREMITIES: Pedal edema noted x 1.
NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Here, we have a 66-year-old gentleman with endstage mesothelioma.

2. His condition has worsened to the point that he is no longer able to get to the bathroom because of his increased shortness of breath and weakness.

3. He is also bedbound because of shortness of breath, weakness, and pain.

4. He is not able to get to his doctor’s office for his appointments.

5. He is taking Naprosyn for pain that is not working.

6. Hypertension, it is controlled, but because of his pain, his blood pressure goes up from time-to-time.

7. Hypoxemia. Without oxygen 3 L, his oxygen level is in the low 80s and high 70s.

8. Continue with nebulizer treatment.
9. Seizure disorder, on Keppra 500 mg twice a day.

10. Weakness.

11. Decreased appetite.

12. Now, bowel and bladder incontinent because of weakness.

13. Now, becomes bedbound because of severity in his pain and his shortness of breath.
14. Overall prognosis remains poor for this gentleman.

15. After discussion regarding possible treatment with mesothelioma and referral to specialists, he has refused any further treatment for mesothelioma or any evaluation by a specialist at this time.
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
