PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hyperlipidemia and opioid dependency.

MAINTENANCE EXAM: Urine tox screen up-to-date. PDMP up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He smokes. He does not drink alcohol. He does not use drugs. He is a machinist. He just bought a new car, he is very proud of.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: The patient weighs 137 pounds, no change. O2 sat 97%. Temperature 98.2. Respirations 18. Pulse 88. Blood pressure 126/72.

NECK: No JVD. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Opioid dependency. Continue with Suboxone 8/2 #21 half a film sublingual t.i.d. for 14 days.

2. Come back in 14 days.

3. No sign of abuse, misuse or diversion.

4. We will do a urine tox screen next visit. Last one was done 02/02/2024.

5. Findings were discussed with the patient at length before leaving.

6. We talked about Suboxone and Suboxone contract as well as reduction in dose which we will pursue in the next three to six months.
