The patient presents with history of injury to his right thumb at home; by mistake, he fell into the wall and complains of some pain right hand.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Extremities: 1+ tenderness with slight swelling right first metacarpophalangeal joint with full range of motion.

The patient had an x-ray obtained of his right hand. It showed no evidence of fracture.

FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Contusion right hand.

PLAN: Mother was advised to do RICE treatment with cold compresses intermittent for next half day with NSAIDs as needed. Follow up as needed.
