CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen for followup. He was seen two days ago with diagnosis of type A flu, now with increased lethargy, with vomiting after eating and diarrhea few times a day; reported two times today. Now, it is the fourth day. Not able to take Tamiflu because of vomiting or Phenergan. Mother is giving him twice the recommended dose on the prescription; last given seven hours ago with increasing lethargy the past day.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Type A flu times four days.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient is in mild distress with lethargy, responsive to verbal stimuli, but obtunded and lethargic. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Possibly, some slight erythema of the pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

We attempted to do strep screen, but was refused. Repeat flu test was negative for type A at this time.

PLAN: We did give Tylenol and ibuprofen to see if the patient will be more responsive, but no significant change. Because of persistence of vomiting and diarrhea, with history of type A flu and evidence of dehydration, mother was advised to take the child to Texas Emergency Hospital as soon as possible for further evaluation, probable IV fluids and additional testing as needed.
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
