DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient is a 76-year-old African American female that has chronic obstructive pulmonary disease that is followed in the practice because of the presence of CKD stage IIIB. This patient has history of diabetes. In the recent laboratory workup that was done on 02/13/2024, the patient has a creatinine of 1.3, a BUN of 27 and an estimated GFR of 42 mL/min. There is no evidence of proteinuria. No activity in the urinary sediment.
2. Arterial hypertension that seems to be under control. The blood pressure reading today is 136/75.

3. The patient has hypothyroidism on replacement therapy. The hypothyroidism has been monitored by the primary.

4. The patient has a history of coronary artery disease that is asymptomatic at the present time.

5. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation. We will send a prescription for 2000 IU of vitamin D3 to the pharmacy.

6. Hyperlipidemia that has been under control.

7. The patient has remote history of nephrolithiasis. The urinalysis fails to show any type of activity.

8. Gastroesophageal reflux disease that is treated with PPIs.

9. The patient is feeling well. We are going to continue with the same approach. We are going to reevaluate the case in six months with laboratory workup.
