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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 80-year-old white male that is followed by the practice because of CKD stage IIIA-A1. The patient remains very stable. The most recent laboratory workup shows on 02/02/2024 that the serum creatinine is 1 and the estimated GFR is up to 72. It is actually a CKD II-A1. The serum electrolytes are all within normal range and the protein-to-creatinine ratio is 79 mg/g of creatinine, which is within normal range.

2. Diabetes mellitus. The patient has been receiving frequent injections with the steroids. The latest hemoglobin A1c reported 8.3. However, I showed the blood sugar log and it is coming down substantially. I am not going to make any adjustments.

3. Gastroesophageal reflux disease without symptoms at the present time.

4. Multivessel coronary artery disease that is followed by the cardiologist Dr. Parnassa. Normal stress test.

5. The patient has remained in the same body weight. The patient has a BMI of 30. We are going to reevaluate the case in about six months with laboratory workup.

I invested 8 minutes reviewing the lab, 15 minutes in the face-to-face and 7 minutes in the documentation.
