HISTORY: This is a 65-year-old gentleman here with a painful lump in the scrotal sac. The patient said this has been going on for a while, he said he decided to manually pop it and now this lesion has gotten a little better and more painful.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 99% at room air.

Blood pressure is 145/82.

Pulse is 67.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.1.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress.
CARDIAC: No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: No visible peristalsis. No guarding.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

GU: On the posterior scrotal sac, there is a pustule with localized erythema. Lesion is hot to touch. Pustule was easily ruptured with small amount of pus drained.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of the upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Cellulitis of scrotal sac.

2. Pustule on the scrotal sac.

PLAN: He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none. He was strongly encouraged to apply warm compress while taking showers or bath, warm compress at the site for about 10 to 15 seconds. He was given doxycycline 100 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days, #20. He said he has antibiotic cream at home, he was strongly encouraged to continue antibiotic cream, to come back to the clinic if worse or to go to the nearest emergency room if we are closed.
