The patient presents with pain in the left ear, with recent upper respiratory infection, with slight cough and congestion.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of scoliosis and aphasia and autism with special Ed at school.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight erythema of the left tympanic membrane with tenderness with movement of left tragus and left external ear. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Few rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: All within normal limits. Skin: All within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: All within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Left otitis externa, suggested otitis media with residual bronchitis.

PLAN: The patient was given prescription for amoxicillin and Cortisporin Otic to take and to follow up with pediatrician and here as needed.
