History of Accident/Illness and Treatment: Gary Cammoroto is a 35-year-old male who reports he injured his lower back at work in April 2022. At that time, he was lifting a 55-pound bucket to stack on a pallet. He felt a pop and low back pain immediately. The bucket was full of icing. He did not go to the emergency room afterwards. He had further evaluation leading to what he understands to be final diagnosis of herniated disc with nerve pressure. He did accept two injections as well as one radiofrequency ablation procedure. These helped with his radiculopathy symptoms. He is no longer receiving any active treatment. I am not in receipt of any medical treatment records pertaining to this claim.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION
UPPER EXTREMITIES: Inspection of the upper extremities revealed no bony or soft tissue abnormalities. Inspection revealed healed transverse scarring overlying the right lateral clavicle, but no swelling, atrophy, or effusions. Skin was normal in color, turgor, and temperature. Range of motion was accomplished fully at the shoulders, elbows, wrists, and fingers bilaterally without crepitus, tenderness, locking, or triggering. Fine and gross hand manipulation were intact. The deep tendon reflexes were 2+ at the biceps, triceps, and brachioradialis. Peripheral pulses, pinprick, and soft-touch sensations were intact bilaterally.  Manual muscle testing was 5/5 in bilateral hand grasp, pinch grip, and throughout the upper extremities. There was no significant tenderness with palpation of either upper extremity.

CERVICAL SPINE: Normal macro
THORACIC SPINE: Normal macro
LUMBOSACRAL SPINE: Normal macro
IMPRESSIONS and ANALYSES: Based upon the history, record review, and current examination, I have arrived at the following professional opinions with a reasonable degree of medical probability.

Gary Cammoroto reportedly injured his lower back at work in April 2022 lifting a 55‑pound bucket. From his recollection, he was diagnosed with a herniated disc and nerve pressure. These were treated with various injections that helped with his radiculopathy. He did have a lumbar MRI on 07/12/22 whose report was also not provided. We did contact them to attempt to provide a report. As of the date of this dictation, no such report was provided.

The current examination relative to the low back in particular was entirely benign. There were no indications of significant spinal stenosis, radiculopathy, or facet arthropathy. Accordingly, there is 0% permanent partial total disability referable to the lower back. I would appreciate the opportunity to review the pertinent medical records in this claim.
