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Echocardiographic Report
Final Interpretation:

1. Normal left ventricular systolic function. Ejection fraction 60%.
2. Moderate degree of diastolic dysfunction.
3. Mild to moderate right ventricular dilatation.
4. Moderate degree of right atrial enlargement.
5. Mild degree of left atrial enlargement.
6. Ascending aorta aneurysm. Ascending aorta diameter is 4 cm.
7. Mild left ventricular hypertrophy. Left ventricular wall thickness is 1.2 cm.
8. Proximal septum and proximal posterior wall show abnormal thickening of about 1.5 cm with some increase in echogenicity of the left ventricular wall. This may raise the possibility of amyloid deposition.
9. Anterior mitral leaflet shows mild to moderate degree of nonspecific thickening.

10. Mildly dilated main pulmonary artery. The pulmonary artery diameter is 2.8 cm.

11. Trivial mitral regurgitation.

12. Severe tricuspid regurgitation. Vena contracta 7 to 8 mm. The tricuspid regurgitation is 4/5.

13. Moderate degree of pulmonic regurgitation.

14. Pulmonary artery pressure 45/16 mmHg with mean 26 mmHg suggest mild to moderate degree of pulmonary hypertension.
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
