This is a 94-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of neurocognitive disorder. The patient has Lewy body along with neurocognitive disorder. She has a history of recurrent UTI as it can be seen in the patient’s with Lewy body as they have more infection whether it is urinary tract infection with aspiration and/or pneumonia. The patient has had frequent falls within the hospital because of fall around Christmas time and had issue with pneumonia which can be seen in the patient’s with Lewy body dementia. She has issues with anxiety, agitation, delusions, and hallucination. She is eating very little. She currently has a KPS score of 40%. She requires help from her daughter’s Sylvia which is her primary caregiver. She is total ADL dependent and wears a diaper and no longer able to get up related to falls. The patient’s last weight was 95 pounds down 10 pounds from end of 2023 which were she was at 105 pounds. The patient’s weight loss is also unavoidable as this has been seen the patient’s with Lewy body dementia. Overall, prognosis is poor most likely has less than six months to live and continues to remain hospice appropriate.
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
