CHIEF COMPLAINT: Abdominal pain.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Stacy is a 34-year-old young lady who was just recently treated with Levaquin with urinary tract infection; urine culture and sensitivity were negative, comes in today with flank pain radiation to the front, lower abdominal pain, right-sided pain, left-sided pain, generalized tenderness throughout the abdomen. Her urinalysis shows specific gravity of 1.025, positive bilirubin, and 2+ blood. The patient also states that she has had diarrhea off and on and she has had issues with very light stool and very dark urine. She has had no fever, chills, nausea, vomiting, hematemesis, hematochezia, seizures, or convulsion.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypothyroidism and anxiety.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Cholecystectomy and C-section. She still has her appendix.
MEDICATIONS: Levothyroxine.

ALLERGIES: IBUPROFEN, PENICILLIN, ASPIRIN, and MOTRIN.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She has two children. She is married. Her husband is in California. She is crying because she is in pain and her husband is out of town and the fact that she needs to go to the emergency room.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: The patient weighs 138 pounds. O2 sat 100%. Temperature 98.2. Respirations 16. Pulse 68. Blood pressure 112/67.

HEENT: TMs are clear.
LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Tenderness noted throughout.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Dysuria.
2. Urinary tract infection.

3. Hematuria.

4. Just finished the course of Levaquin.

5. She had 2+ blood in the urine before.

6. She has 2+ blood in the urine today.
