SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Katylyn is a 34-year-old married Caucasian female mother of two young kids. She has been in treatment for attention deficit disorder and has been maintained on Adderall 10 mg in the morning. She described she is doing better and medication is working. She denies any problem with the attention span and consultation. She is working and described she can focus better without medication. She becomes tired. She is attentive and cooperative. She feels significant change since she has been taking Adderall 10 mg in the morning and 10 mg at noon. Risk, benefits, and side effects are explained. The patient has been compliant with medications. She describe that she is not feeling depressed or suicidal. She is not having any mood swings. She does not show any irritability or agitation. ASSESSMENT: Attention deficit disorder inattentive type.
