Previous history of hospitalization for rehab evaluation following University treatment.

Thank you for referring Megan Burke for neurological evaluation.

Currently, Megan demonstrates slight swelling in the extremities bilaterally, but gives no additional history of hypertension or heart disease.

She reports that she has severe discoloration of both feet following her spinal surgery and was unable to walk requiring hospitalization for rehab and then recovery.

Currently, she has pain at the ankle with lancinating symptoms, but no lancinating back pain at this time.

In consideration for this history and her findings, we are scheduling her for MR imaging of the right ankle since her radiograms reported to be normal.

I am scheduling her for electrodiagnostic testing of the right foot and ankle including the right leg for electrodiagnostic testing and evaluation.
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We will be requesting all of her records from Enloe, Dr. Mims, and UCSF for review anticipating a comprehensive report.

I will send a followup report when she returns.
