Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Abdelkader comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. He has a history of working as a dispatcher with a trucking company until approximately two years ago. He states that he had to stop working because of nonvisual complications. He states that he has kidney failure and had to go on to dialysis. He feels general weakness. There is a history of hypertension and diabetes. He has received laser treatments and injections in his eyes at the University of Michigan. His last eye examination was approximately one year ago. He does not use eye drops.
On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is 20/25 on each side. This is with a spectacle correction of–0.75 –0.50 x 090 on the right and plano –0.50 x 135 on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +1.50 measures 20/20 on each side at 14 inches. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance is orthophoric. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 12 on the right and 10 on the left. The slit lamp examination shows mild nuclear sclerosis and cortical opacifications to the lenses on each side. There is no rubeosis. The corneas are clear and quiet. The fundus examination shows scattered dot-blot hemorrhages and mild areas of scarring consistent with laser treatments. The cup-to-disc ratio is 0.3 on each side. There is no edema. The eyelids are unremarkable.
Visual field testing utilizing a kinetic test with a III4e stimulus without correction and with borderline reliability shows 86 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 80 degrees of horizontal field on the left. Clinically, the visual fields are not constricted.
Assessment:
1. Diabetic retinopathy.
2. Cataracts.
Mr. Abdelkader has clinical findings that are consistent with a history of treatments for diabetic retinopathy. Fortunately for him, he does not have severe retinopathy nor severe cataracts. Based upon these findings, he should be able to perform the visual tasks required in the work environment. He can read small print, distinguish between small objects, use a computer, and avoid hazards in his environment. His prognosis is good.
