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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 80-year-old white female that is followed in the practice because of the presence of CKD stage IV. The patient has evidence of a serum creatinine that is 1.9, the BUN is 21 and the estimated GFR went up to 26 mL/min. There is no evidence of significant proteinuria.

2. The patient has hyperparathyroidism that is most likely secondary. We are going to keep track of the PTH, ionized calcium and phosphorus.

3. Hyperlipidemia that is under control. The serum cholesterol went down to 177, the HDL cholesterol is 61 and the LDL cholesterol is 89.

4. Hypothyrodism on replacement therapy. The T3, T4 and TSH are within normal limits.

5. Bipolar disorder that is under control.

6. The patient had a tendency to develop hyperkalemia. The diet was changed and the later determination of the potassium that was on 02/07/2024 was 4.7, which is adequate.

7. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation.

We invested 10 minutes reviewing the lab, in the face-to-face 15 minutes and in the documentation 7 minutes. We are going to see her in about four months with laboratory workup.
