DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 86-year-old white female that is followed in the practice because of CKD stage IV, IIIB. The patient has severe arteriosclerotic process with cardiovascular manifestations, ______ in the renal arteries. Laboratory workup that we checked we have on 02/08/2024 shows that the creatinine went up to 1.9, the BUN is 41 and the estimated GFR is down to 25 mL/min. The patient does not have proteinuria. The patient has persistent low back pain and this low back pain has been treated with epidurals to no avail and they are going to do a procedure in the back this coming week.

2. The patient has arterial hypertension that is under control.

3. Hyperuricemia that is under control. She is taking allopurinol 100 mg on daily basis. She has hyperlipidemia with a cholesterol of 191 and an LDL of 100 and HDL that is 56 and triglycerides are within normal range.

4. Known case of coronary artery disease followed by Dr. Parnassa.

5. The patient has peripheral neuropathy.

6. Obesity that has not lost any weight. She remains with a BMI of 37.6. We are going to reevaluate the case in four months with laboratory workup.

We spent 10 minutes reviewing the lab, 15 minutes with the patient and with the documentation 6 minutes.
