DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 85-year-old white female, the patient of Dr. Saint-Fleur who is followed here because of CKD stage IV. The patient knows about the CKD IV ever since 2011. Today, she has a creatinine of 1.7 with a BUN of 37. This test was conducted on 02/06/2024. The estimated GFR is 28. For reasons that are not clear to me, the protein-to-creatinine ratio or the microalbumin-to-creatinine ratio has not been taken. The patient was explained about the need for us to know these numbers in order to tailor the treatment according to her needs. She is explained about the need to get the laboratory results once that we order here in the office.

2. Arterial hypertension. This arterial hypertension is under control. Blood pressure today is 113/61. The patient has a BMI of 34.

3. The patient has a remote history of rheumatoid arthritis and remote history of chronic obstructive pulmonary disease. We are going to give an appointment in late June in order to reevaluate the proteinuria and the whole clinical picture. The patient is taking Farxiga that I am sure is playing a major role in the improvement in this particular case.

We invested 10 minutes reviewing the lab, in the face-to-face 15 minutes and in the documentation 7 minutes.
