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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 68-year-old African American male that has history of chronic kidney disease CKD IIIB-A3. The patient has been taking Kerendia 10 mg every day and the proteinuria has improved significantly from 1400 mg/g of creatinine down to 450 mg/g of creatinine. We are going to increase the administration of Kerendia to 20 mg every day. The kidney function that was reported on 01/01/2024 shows a creatinine of 2.2, a BUN of 45, normal serum electrolytes with a potassium of 4.4. The patient is in very stable condition. We are going to continue the close followup.

2. Diabetes mellitus. The patient is under good control.

3. Arterial hypertension is under control finally with blood pressure at 123/63. We are going to continue with the same approach.

4. Hyperuricemia treated with the administration of allopurinol.

5. Hypothyroidism on replacement therapy.

6. Osteoarthritis. The patient has severe back pain. He has been evaluated by Dr. Kimber and apparently surgery in the back is going to be done in the near future. We are going to reevaluate him in about four months with laboratory workup.

We invested 10 minutes reviewing the laboratory workup, 17 minutes in the face-to-face and 9 minutes in the documentation.
