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Morgan Benson was seen in the office for reevaluation of her thyroid.

Previously, I had seen her in April 2022 when she had a right thyroid lobe swelling and had been investigated at the University of Michigan where an ultrasound of her thyroid gland had shown a cystic nodule in the right lobe of her thyroid gland with TR 0 classification. A fine needle aspiration biopsy at that point was reported as being benign.

It was recommended that she have no further invasive procedures at that point.

Subsequently, she was seen by another endocrinologist, who repeated the ultrasound and a fine needle aspiration biopsy, which again showed cystic components and a reported TI-RADS classification of 4 based on its size.

On this visit, she has no major complaints apart from occasional pressure sensations in her neck especially when lying flat and perhaps some cosmetic issues in addition.

Her thyroid function tests are satisfactory and the remainder of the examination is intact with normal blood pressure 120/64.

IMPRESSION: Nodular goiter, with cystic changes and most likely benign.

We discussed issues in relation to this nodule and I have indicated that the only means of getting rid of this nodule is with a total thyroidectomy.

She is going to consider this option and will inform me as to her ultimate decision.
