CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of massive bleeding in the right groin, followup for atrial fibrillation, and after emergency room visit.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient had chronic atrial fibrillation and he underwent watchman device insertion in the heart through the catheterization and after that the patient went home and then after few hours the patient started feeling weak and he was oozing blood from the cardiac catheterization site on the right groin and within few minutes started having large amount of blood gushing out. His son was right at the side and he took the towel and push the bleeding spot and then paramedics are called. The patient was then brought to the emergency room and eventually the bleeding stopped after applying pressure for long period of time. Meantime, the patient’s vital signs were stable. He did not passed out after that the patient was sent back home and he has no more recurrence of bleeding and does not have any chest pain or shortness of breath. Also the patient denied any bleeding per rectum.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for GI bleeding secondary to AV malformation.
The patient has a history of chronic atrial fibrillation and he is on Lovenox 100 mg once a day as per the cardiologist.

The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on lisinopril 10 mg one tablet a day along with low-salt diet.

The patient has a history of gastritis and he is on pantoprazole 40 mg once a day.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife and son and he is advised not to go up and down the steps. The patient has no history of cigarettes, alcohol use, or substance abuse.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
Groin examination is unremarkable and the wound dressing has no bleeding.

EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable without any tremors.

NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
