HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: A 36-year-old woman comes in today with multiple medical issues and problems including severe dizziness, nausea, headache, palpitations, and paraesthesia all over her body.
She has a history of diabetes. She takes Ozempic. She states her sugar is “controlled.”

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: C-section x 3.
MEDICATIONS: Ozempic 1 mg weekly.
ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Last period 02/16/2023. No smoking. No drinking. She is married, has three children, not working at this time.
FAMILY HISTORY: Hypertension, diabetes, and hyperlipidemia.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Positive nausea. Positive vomiting. Positive dizziness. Positive headache. No hematemesis. No hematochezia. No seizure. No convulsion.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 173 pounds. O2 sat 100%. Temperature 98.3. Respirations 18. Pulse 94. Blood pressure 117/72.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD.
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LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Abdominal ultrasound shows normal gallbladder and normal liver and kidneys. Evaluation of the carotid ultrasound is completely normal.
