HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is an 18-year-old male patient here today with a complaint he states his eyes seemed to be hurting him. He has been rubbing his eyes. The conjunctiva seems to be inflamed with much erythema. He is here for that reason today. No other issues brought forth, otherwise well.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Negative.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for drugs, alcohol or smoking.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 146/78. He does see a cardiologist for blood pressure issues. Pulse 82. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.5. Oxygenation 99%. Current weight 204 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal and round. Conjunctiva bilateral erythema and granularity is present. Ears: Within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area: Non-erythematous. Oral mucosa moist.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Acute conjunctivitis. The patient will be given tobramycin ophthalmic one drop every four hours for the next two days #1 bottle. He is going to monitor his symptoms and call or return to clinic if not improved. Also, I have told him on a regular basis he needs to have his eyes checked and his vision evaluated again.
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
