This is a 98-year-old lady who is currently on hospice with history of neurocognitive disorder and Lewy bodies. The patient is 98 years old. Since last certification, she has lost more weight at least 3 pounds. She is now totally bedbound. She lives with her son Roy who is her primary caregiver. She is now sleeping about 20 hours a day, no longer able to ambulate with a cane. She has a KPS score of 40% as opposed to 50%. She is bowel and bladder incontinent. She has very little appetite. She has protein-calorie malnutrition. She used to take fruit juices which was a favorite thing to drink, but no longer will do that, only will take sips of Ensure. The patient is quite weak, has muscle wasting, has issues with sundowner’s syndrome, delusions, and hallucinations which is very common in patients with Lewy body dementia and is both ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent as I mentioned. The patient most likely has less than six months to live and is hospice appropriate.
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
