Mr. Schell is a 79-year-old man currently on hospice with history of neurocognitive disorder with Lewy bodies. The patient is 79 years old. He has increased confusion and memory loss. He is sleeping 16 to 18 hours a day now. He lives with his wife Susan who is his primary caregiver. He has a KPS score of 40%. He is totally dependent on his wife for all his ADLs. He is also bowel and bladder incontinent. His appetite has been diminishing; he was able to sip liquids during the day, but he is not interested in drinking liquids and/or Ensure at this time. His food has to be pureed. He eats baby food or child-like portions. He has lost 5 pounds and has developed much more generalized weakness from the last visit. He also has aspiration with eating baby food and has a risk of developing aspiration pneumonia and urinary tract infection given his Lewy body affects his immune system as well. His gabapentin and oxycodone are helping him for his pain, but he is taking them on regular basis. His wife states that his pain is increasing, but nevertheless would like to continue with his current pain medication regimen. Overall prognosis remains quite poor. He has issues with hallucination as it is very common in patients with Lewy body and visual disturbance as well as auditory hallucinations. He is also confused, does not recognize his wife any longer which has been a huge issue at home as well. Overall prognosis is poor. He has less than six months to live and is hospice appropriate.
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
