The patient sees Dr. Whitaker on Thomas Street regarding her HIV medication and CD4 count. The patient was sent home with oxygen tank, which she does not use on regular basis.

ALLERGIES: None.

MEDICATIONS: HIV meds, which she is out of and she sees Dr. Whitaker. She just finished course of cefdinir, albuterol inhaler, simvastatin that she does not take on regular basis and Norvasc for blood pressure.

COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

FAMILY HISTORY: Coronary artery disease and stroke.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient has a history of drug abuse where she has contracted HIV in the past, she tells me.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 160/90. Pulse 88. Respirations 18.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: Shows no JVD.

HEART: Positive S1. Positive S2. 

LUNGS: Rhonchi. Few coarse breath sounds.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: Shows no rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Recent pneumonia.

2. History of HIV.

3. Obtain CD4 count from Dr. Whitaker.

4. Oxygen. I explained to the patient she should use her oxygen on regular basis.

5. Continue with neb treatment.
