Mr. Melvin is a 77-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with senile degeneration of brain. The patient was found to be very short of breath. He is a smoker. He continues to smoke. He drinks beer whenever somebody brings in one, he says. He has had a weight loss of 8 pounds. He has leg swelling. He is in need of provider services. He does not want oxygen although he needs oxygen. He used to be a county worker and construction worker in the past. He suffers from pain. He requires help with ADL. Pain is related to his degenerative disc disease and rheumatoid arthritis. He lives in a group home, which helps him with his ADL, but he still could use a provider on a regular basis.

MEDICATIONS: Include Coreg and two different inhalers for his severe COPD.
His senile degeneration of the brain keeps him from taking medications on his own. The patient also has hyperlipidemia, BPH, cor pulmonale, pulmonary hypertension, and tobacco abuse as his comorbidities. The patient has had definite decline in his condition especially with his breathing, his shortness of breath, and his ability to mentate most likely related to his COPD.
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
