HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 68-year-old truck driver, single, no children, lives in a group home, has been married three times and now he is divorced. He does smoke. He does drink alcohol. He has been smoking since age 14. He suffers from hypertension, coronary artery disease, hyperlipidemia and COPD.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: He has had five stents in his heart and knee surgery.

ALLERGIES: CODEINE.
MEDICATIONS: Include Zocor 80 mg once a day, Coreg 6.25 mg b.i.d., Plavix 75 mg a day, Trelegy one puff once a day and Lasix 20 mg a day.

COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He lives in a group home, but he is very independent. He is able to drive and go out to dinner. He spent the last night outside the group home with some friends.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father died of parkinsonism. Mother died of myocardial infarction.

HOSPITALIZATION: Last hospitalization was a year ago before he had his cardiac event.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He is complaining of no chest pain, shortness of breath, PND, orthopnea. No edema. No nausea or vomiting and no angina type symptoms. He is weak and uses a walker, but he has been doing that for sometime because of weak knees, he tells me.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/70. Pulse 80. Respirations 18.

NECK: Shows no JVD.

HEART: Positive S1. Positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: Shows no rash.
EXTREMITIES: Lower extremity trace edema.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. A 68-year-old gentleman with compensated coronary artery disease.

2. Hyperlipidemia.

3. Hypertension controlled.

4. Very independent.

5. The patient is able to drive his car and go on different outings.
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6. Hyperlipidemia.

7. Never stop Plavix.

8. COPD.

9. Tobacco abuse.

10. Continues to smoke.

11. We discussed his smoking habit and the fact that his next heart attack may be the last one and smoking is definitely contributing to that and he understands that, but he is not going to quit.
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
