This is a 71-year-old woman on hospice with COPD, MAC of 38 cm, KPS 50%, wheelchair bound, severe weakness. The patient has had a terrible rash on her feet. She has been on Temovate cream, but this was recently changed to Lamisil and I was called to evaluate the patient regarding the results of the treatment with the new cream.

The patient tells me that the cream is somewhere in the house. She is wheelchair bound. She is too weak to look for things, but I looked everywhere and I found every other cream including triple antibiotic, a different steroid cream, clotrimazole, but no Lamisil. I have spoken to the hospice nurse to order another prescription for her Lamisil cream. The foot rash is definitely fungus and definitely will respond to the treatment and I have discussed the use of steroids with the patient that that will detrimental for her and not to use that. The Lamisil will be brought to the patient tomorrow. We will reevaluate in two weeks via our nurse practitioner or myself.
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
