The patient is here for followup. She states she has been seeing her endocrinologist for thyroid condition, but has recommended that she see her PCP. She has been taking Ozempic for the past two years with 15-pound weight loss initially, but now has been regained. Requesting to take Mounjaro, but only covered by if diabetic and she has been told she is prediabetic in the past with recent lab work. Random blood sugar today in the office four hours p.c. was elevated 169 compatible with history of diabetes. The patient was advised to get glucometer and monitor blood sugar every three days on a regular basis to see if sugar remains elevated and, if it does, to return for further evaluation and additional treatment. Stopping Ozempic as she is about to run out and cannot afford refills and to consider Mounjaro in the future if covered by insurance after further evaluation of diabetic status and to continue followup with endocrinologist for routine care of her thyroid condition and to come here for monitoring, for refills on her blood pressure medications and hyperlipidemia meds and other medical conditions as needed.
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
