WORKERS’ COMPENSATION CASE

The patient is seen today for followup. She states she still continues with pain in her right hip, some better. Getting physical therapy still. Saw orthopedist. Plain films taken show evidence of degenerative arthritis right hip and was told that physical therapy was not helping and she would need right hip replacement in order to be resolved of the symptoms. She has orthopedic followup scheduled tomorrow. She has finished course of physical therapy. The patient is to continue meloxicam daily and attempt to lose weight. She is willing to return to work as tolerated and she states that they have a sitting job that she could be trained to work at that would enable her to sit while working and not having to stand through her work hours as a teller as in the past. The patient is given followup in one month. She would return to work light duty as tolerated. Advised to discuss hip status further when she sees orthopedist tomorrow. Injury complicated by workmen’s comp status with contemplated hip surgery not covered under her workmen’s comp insurance. She is trying to return to work and to maintain her job for now.
