CC: Skin care issues.

HPI: A 68-year-old gentleman who has had multiple surgeries with hardware placement in his back. In January, it started to be noted that there was a firmness easily palpable of his upper back in a small localized area and then it became evident that that was the hardware that was being felt and then there started to be skin breakdown with opening and the hardware was breaking through. To date, there has just been wound care done by facility nurses and that has been random and not routinely. I was contacted about this wound today and that it was covered with a dressing that was placed on 02/13/24 had an odor about it and was oozing fluid out of the dressing. I had the staff removed it and then cleaned it so that nurse who came on in the morning could then do wound care, but they were to place a dry dressing to contain the oozing. I also ordered Keflex 250 mg q.6h. x7 days and we will begin with that and further for this, I think that there needs to be a wound care expert involved in his care as he recently had cellulitis of his back around this area with subcutaneous edema. The patient has complained now just continual itching through different places on his body. He is unaware of anything he is eating or drinking. There has been no change of products that he has placed on his body. No change in his blanket, pajamas or sheets. He has tried other things like hydrocortisone cream, regular lotion and triamcinolone cream all with limited benefit. I am ordering Sarna anti-itch lotion to be applied to whole body in the morning and at bedtime. It can be left at bedside for p.r.n. use.
