CC: Question of UTI.
HPI: An 82-year-old female seen in room. She was actually sitting up in her rocker; generally, I found her sitting by choice on the floor with the Ottoman next to her. She is now able to get up and place herself in the chair and get out of it more comfortably. The patient has had cough with congestion. She states that she is occasionally able to get something out, it Is generally viscous, clear or white and the coughing goes on independent of time of day. Chest x-ray was done on 02/14/2024 and is reviewed with the patient. Lungs are adequately expanded and clear. No mass or infiltrate. Cardiac silhouette WNL.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
RESPIRATORY: She does have intermittent cough while I am there and, while she is not able to bring anything up clearly, sounds as though she has mucus at the back of her throat. She does not seem in respiratory distress.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is independently ambulatory. No lower extremity edema.
NEURO: She is alert and oriented times three. Speech is clear.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Cough with congestion. Previous URI prior to admission to include COVID. Medrol Dosepak as directed, Mucinex 600 mg b.i.d., Tessalon Perles 100 mg t.i.d. and DuoNeb t.i.d. x 2 days and b.i.d. p.r.n.
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
