HPI: An 86-year-old female with advanced Alzheimer’s disease and behavioral issues in the form of care resistance. The patient has recently been refusing medications and is being picky about meals. She comes to mealtime, but she is eating less and drinking less fluid. Staff have to be prompted to get her to drink or eat. Recent report was that patient was having a foul odor to her urine and the LPN on days got her hydrated and then started checking her brief and urine was clear. No significant odor and she is at her baseline behaviorally.

1. Malodorous urine. Encouraged hydration as well as p.o. intake.
