CC: ER followup.
HPI: An 80-year-old female who was sent to HPI Community Hospital South on 02/07 kept overnight and returned evening of 02/08. The patient had increasing shortness of breath, which is what led to being sent out and tells me that they did a chest x-ray and echocardiogram that showed fluid around her heart. She underwent intensive diuresis and a followup imaging showed a decrease of fluid around her heart. The patient returned with no change in orders but will review her medications.

MEDICATIONS: Eliquis 5 mg q.12h, vitamin C 500 mg q.d., Zyrtec 5 mg q.d., Plavix q.d., Voltaren gel to left knee q.i.d., digoxin 125 mcg q.d., Flonase q.d., Levsin 0.125 mg q.4h. p.r.n., probiotic q.d., levothyroxine 88 mcg q.d., methocarbamol 500 mg b.i.d., MVI q.d., Protonix 40 mg b.i.d., MiraLax q.d., KCl 20 mEq q.d., torsemide 40 mg q.d., and tramadol 50 mg b.i.d.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert, seated comfortably in her room. Her youngest son was present.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 140/72, pulse 77, respirations 16, O2 saturation 92%, and temperature 97.6.

NEURO: She makes eye contact. Speech is clear. She was able to give some information, would refer to her son who would then fill in the gap. Affect was congruent with situation.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She was ambulating with her walker steady and upright. She has +1 lower extremity pitting edema and it is a firm interstitial edema.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact with good turgor.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: ER followup, was diuresed over 24 hours for what she states was fluid around her heart that decreased after diuresis. No change in orders.
