HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, and round and react to light. Ears: Bilateral tympanic membrane erythema, right side is worse. Oropharyngeal area: Nonerythematous. Oral mucosa moist.
NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Right-sided otitis media. The patient will be given amoxicillin 400 mg/5 mL, 10 mL p.o. b.i.d. x 10 days. He is to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, monitor symptoms, and return to clinic or call me if needed.
