CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 62-year-old African American female referred for fast heart rate.

HPI: The patient is a 62-year-old African American female who reports fast heart rate. She reports long-standing history of heart beating up. She states that she has anxiety and that she thinks that it is related to anxiety. She denies any symptoms of chest pain or shortness of breath. She denies other specific provocative factors or associated factors with her fast heart rate.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Hypertension.

2. Borderline diabetes.

3. Hypercholesterolemia.
4. Obesity.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Right breast biopsy.

MEDICATIONS: Unknown 
ALLERGIES: CODEINE results in hives, ASPIRIN results in hives as does IBUPROFEN and NAPROSYN.
FAMILY HISTORY: An aunt had diabetes. Father had throat cancer. Paternal grandmother had breast cancer.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She is a prior smoker. She notes alcohol use. She has a history of prior drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

Oral Cavity: She has dentures.

Respiratory: She has cough and wheezing.

Gastrointestinal: She reports history of hernia.

Musculoskeletal: She has history of lupus and gouty arthritis and is taking medications for the same. Her wrists both right and left have been in pain.

Psychiatric: She is taking medications for anxiety.

Review of systems otherwise unremarkable.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Blood pressure 137/93, pulse 122, respiratory rate 20, height 60” and weight 190.6 pounds.

DATA REVIEW: EKG reveals atrial fibrillation, rate of 113 beats per minute. The computer reading is that of sinus tachycardia, however, rate appears quite irregular suggesting atrial fibrillation.

IMPRESSION:
1. Atrial fibrillation.

2. Hypertension.

3. History of tachycardia.

4. Borderline diabetes.

5. Hypercholesterolemia.

6. Obesity.

PLAN: We will obtain echocardiogram. Consider Zio Patch testing. Followup in one month.
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
