CHIEF COMPLAINT: Abnormal EKG and hypotension.

HPI: The patient is a 75-year-old female with a history of hypertension who was noted to have had an abnormal EKG and low blood pressure. She was subsequently seen at the emergency room on Thursday. She ruled out for acute myocardial infarction. The patient is now seen in followup. She denies any chest pain, but notes mild left breast discomfort. She has no exertional symptoms at this time.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Abnormal EKG.

2. Hypotension.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:

1. History of status post stent and coronary artery bypass grafting in November 2022.

2. Cataract surgery.

MEDICATIONS:

1. Spironolactone 25 mg tablet one daily.

2. Atorvastatin 40 mg one h.s.
3. Carvedilol 12.5 mg one b.i.d.

4. Gabapentin 100 mg one tablet b.i.d.

5. Aspirin 81 mg one daily.

6. Irbesartan/hydrochlorothiazide 300/12.5 mg one tablet daily.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father and brother both died of myocardial infarction. Sister and daughter with carcinoma.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient denies cigarette smoking, alcohol or drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

Eyes: She has had surgery for cataract.

Gastrointestinal: Diarrhea.

Neurologic: Dizziness.

Psychiatric: Insomnia.

Endocrine: Cold intolerance.

Musculoskeletal: Joint pains and stiffness.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 118/59, pulse 54, respiratory rate 18, and height 64.4”.

IMPRESSION:

1. Hypotension, unclear etiology, currently normotensive.

2. Abnormal EKG.

3. Coronary artery disease.

PLAN: Obtain nuclear stress test and echocardiogram. Follow up in two weeks post testing.
