Ms. Fleming is a 48-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding an elevated parathyroid hormone level. The patient has a history of hypertension, vitamin D deficiency, osteoarthritis, and dysphagia. She also has a history of chronic kidney disease. Notably, the patient states that she had a thyroid ultrasound, which ended up showing a parathyroid growth, and this lead to further testing which indicated the patient had a parathyroid adenoma on the right side and she had parathyroidectomy in 2022 by Dr. Merritt at Branco Clinic. She also ended up having a partial thyroidectomy as well. The patient reports some compressive symptoms of the thyroid. She reports some mood swings, dry skin, fatigue and difficulty losing weight. She reports hair loss as well.

Plan:

1. For evaluation of the remaining thyroid gland, the patient had a partial right thyroidectomy in 2022 and we will assess the status of the left thyroid lobe and remaining right.

2. I will also order thyroid function panel including a TSH, free T4, and free T3 level.

3. For her history of primary hyperparathyroidism, she had a right parathyroidectomy in 2022. I will reorder a PTH level, vitamin D level, comprehensive metabolic panel and ionized calcium level.

4. Should the patient need surgical consultation for primary hyperparathyroidism due to recurrence then I will plan on referring her to the parathyroid center in Tampa.

5. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

6. For her vitamin D deficiency we are checking a current vitamin D level.
