Mr. Graham is a 67-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 2000. He also has a history of anemia, hypertension, proteinuria, and history of prostate cancer status post laser surgery. For his diabetes, he is on Jardiance 25 mg once daily, metformin 1000 mg twice a day, glimepiride 4 mg twice a day and Actos 45 mg once daily. He is also on Lantus 15 units once daily, however, he has not started the Lantus. He denies any polyuria, polydipsia, or polyphagia. The patient reports occasional numbness and tingling in his lower extremities. His latest hemoglobin A1c is 11.3.

Plan:

1. For his type II diabetes, his current hemoglobin A1c is 11.3%. My recommemdation is to adjust his diabetic regimen and place him on Synjardy XR 12.5/1000 mg twice daily and continue glimepiride 4 mg twice a day and Actos 45 mg once daily. We may add Lantus basal insulin starting at 15 units once daily and review this during his followup visit.

2. The patient is to check his blood glucose four times per day He makes dose adjustments to his diabetic regimen based on blood glucose monitoring.  I have prescribed the FreeStyle Libre 2 for this patient.

3. For his hypertension, continue current therapy.

4. For his proteinuria, he is followed by nephrology for this.

5. For his anemia, continue current therapy.

Thank you for allowing me to participate in his management.
