Mr. Crenshaw is a 58-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type I diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type I diabetes when he was 16 years old. He also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, cataract surgery, and he s recovering alcoholic. He also reports symptoms of depression and anxiety and former smoker. For his diabetes, he is on Medtronic insulin pump using Humalog insulin. His last hemoglobin A1c was 6.8%. He follows a regular diet and tries to avoid any bread and carbohydrates. He is followed by podiatrist regularly.

Plan:

1. For his type I diabetes, his last hemoglobin A1c was 6.8%. My recommendation is to continue the basal rate of 2.6 units per hour for a total basal dose of 62.4 units basal insulin per day. Continue the insulin to carbohydrate ratio at one unit for every 3 g of carbohydrate with meals and the correction of one unit for every 30 mg/dL glucose greater than 140.

2. The patient also takes Farxiga 10 mg once daily.

3. We will apply for him to be upgraded to the Medronic 780 G insulin pump.

4. I have also prescribed Gvoke therapy to treat for severe hypoglycemia blood glucose less than 40.

5. For his hypertension continue current therapy.

6. For his hyperlipidemia continue current therapy.

7. For his anxiety and depression continue current therapy and followup with primary care provider.

8. Followup with primary care provider Ms. . Natasha Fenelon, NP.
