PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight dullness right tympanic membrane without inflammation. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Faint wheezing noted. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: All within normal limits. Skin: All within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: All within normal limits.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: Apparent right otitis media and bronchial asthma.

PLAN: The patient was given nebulizer treatment, albuterol with clearing of evident wheezing. The patient was given prescriptions for amoxicillin, Bromfed with refills and also with albuterol ampules to take with nebulizer. Follow up with pediatrician and here if needed.
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
