Dear Disability Determination Service:

Ms. Parker comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. She states that she has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. She has a history of ocular rosacea which has had an effect upon her eyes. She has a history of working in childcare, but stopped approximately two years ago because of the loss of vision. She uses prednisolone drops in both eyes and Maxitrol ointment in both eyes at bedtime. She has not had eye surgery nor lasers. She states that she is unable to read small and moderate sized print and is unable to distinguish between small objects. 
On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is 20/400 on each side. This is with a spectacle correction of –0.50 sphere on each side. The near acuity with an ADD of +1.00 measures 20/400 on each side at 14 inches. The pupils are very difficult to visualize because of corneal haze. The muscle movements are smooth and full. The muscle balance is orthophoric to penlight. The intraocular pressures measure 5 on the right and 10 on the left with the iCare tonometer. The slit lamp examination shows severe and diffuse corneal edema on both sides with associated pannus. The inferior segment haze obscures the view to the fundus on both sides. The eyelids show rosacea. 
Visual field test utilizing a III4e stimulus with a kinetic perimeter shows approximately 67 degrees of horizontal field on the right and an irregular visual field on the left that has less than 5 degrees of field along the horizontal meridian. The pattern of the visual field on the left side is unreliable. Clinically, the visual fields are full to confrontation finger counting on both sides.
Assessment:
1. Corneal edema.

2. Corneal scarring, bilateral.

Mrs. Maria Parker has clinical findings in her corneas that can explain the measured visual acuities. Based upon these findings, one would expect her to have difficulties performing the visual tasks in the work environment. She cannot read small nor moderate sized print, use a computer nor distinguish between small objects. Her prognosis is poor.
