Dear Dr. Mohan:

This is a followup for Mrs. Crawford with chronic kidney disease, diabetes and hypertension.  Last visit in August.  Since being off the amiodarone she is feeling much improved.  As you recall fail attempts of pacemaker placement because of central vein stenosis, follows locally cardiology Dr. Krepostman, also with cardiologist at Sparrow at Lansing.  Weight and appetite are stable.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  Isolated diarrhea, no bleeding.  No infection in the urine, cloudiness or blood.  Wears compression stockings for lower extremity edema.  No severe claudication or gangrene.  Denies chest pain, palpitation or syncope.  No increase of dyspnea.  No orthopnea or PND.  Review of system otherwise is negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the Coreg, lisinopril, short and long-acting insulin, cholesterol management, Lasix, on Kerendia, and Farxiga.  No antiinflammatory agents.  Off the amiodarone.

Physical Examination:  Today weight 182, weight is stable.  Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No pericardial rub.  No ascites or tenderness.  Stable edema.  No focal deficits.
Labs:  Chemistries in February.  Creatinine 1.12 for a GFR of 50 improved.  Normal sodium and potassium.  Elevated bicarbonate probably from diuretics.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Anemia 12.7.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III, stable or improved.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  No severe volume overload.

2. Probably diabetic nephropathy.

3. Anemia.  No external bleeding, EPO for hemoglobin less than 10.
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4. Metabolic alkalosis from diuretics.

5. Off amiodarone.

6. Tolerating Kerendia, potassium is stable.  Continue same ACE inhibitors and beta-blockers.  Tolerating also Farxiga without infection in the urine or genital or perineal infection.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Plan to see her back in six months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
