CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of left side abdominal pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has vague abdominal pain on the left side on and off and sometimes it is related to the food and there is no nausea or vomiting and no history of urinary changes. The patient has this pain on and off for past few months and she was seen by gastroenterologist.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or blood per rectum, or change in the bowel habits. The patient denied taking any nonsteroidal antiinflammatory mediations.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
