Thank you for this referral.

The patient is seen, records reviewed, consultation is as follows.

SYMPTOMS: The patient does not communicate.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of intellectual disability, history of microcephaly, and history of tetraplegia. Also, the patient has history of seizure disorder and he has been on medication.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is in wheelchair and keeps his eyes closed. He is legally.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck. JVP flat.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Feeding G-tube.

Extremities: The patient maintains fetal posture.

LABORATORY DATA: His iron was 162, saturation 94%, ferritin was 27, WBC count was 8.6, hemoglobin 15.3, hematocrit 46.4, platelet 208, and lymphocyte count was 16%.
