This is a history and physical examination on Cheyenne Brandom.

This 17-year-old female comes for evaluation today. She complains of fever and chills.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient has been feeling sick with high fever and chills for last two to three days. She has nasal congestion and some cough.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient has been fairly healthy.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: She is 17-year-old female.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 7 inch tall, weighing 115 pounds, blood pressure 110/60, pulse 88, and temperature 106.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Showed congestion. Throat showed redness and postnasal drip.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Fever most likely viral.

2. Upper respiratory infection.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and check CBC, CMP, iron, ferritin, and lipids. The patient was advised to take over-the-counter remedies such as DayQuil and NyQuil.

Once the blood work is available, we can make further recommendations.
