PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed, not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 119/64. Pulse 74. Respirations 18. Temperature 98.2. Oxygenation 100%. Current weight 132 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal and round. Ears: Within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area: Within normal limits.
NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. There is no murmur.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. She denies any flank pain.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include a urinalysis. She did have blood; hematuria, which was positive.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. UTI. The patient will be given Keflex 500 mg three times a day for 10 days.
2. Cough. Alahist DM 5 mL p.o. q.4h. as needed for cough #180 mL.
3. She is going to monitor her symptoms, get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, and return to clinic or call me if not improved.
