No other issue. No fever or chills. No nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. He maintains his normal bowel and bladder function as usual.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: Apparently, he is allergic to many different cough medicines that are over-the-counter.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father, and siblings.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He answers all my questions without any issues today.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 99/45. Pulse 71. Respirations 20. Temperature 98.8. Oxygenation 100%. Current weight 52 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal and round. Ears: Bilateral tympanic membrane erythema more so on the right. Oropharyngeal area: Non-erythematous. Oral mucosa is moist.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs, none were done today.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Acute otitis media right-sided worse.
2. He is to get amoxicillin 400 mg/5 mL, 7.5 mL b.i.d. 10 days #150 mL.

3. He will get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, mother and father are going to assist in monitoring his symptoms and I have asked them to return to clinic or call me if he is not improving.
